LES WINS CONSTRUCTOR’S CUP 
Territorial Army chef Staff Sergeant Leslie (“Les”) Hall from Swanscombe has become this year’s proud winner of the “Constructors Cup” within 101 (London) Engineer Regiment (Explosive Ordnance Disposal) (Volunteers).  It was presented this week to him by the Master of the Worshipful Company of Constructors, Mr Robert Craig, at their diner held at the Skinners’ Hall in the City of London.

The cup was originally donated by the Constructors, one of the famous City of London Livery Companies, and who are affiliated to the Regiment.  It was then presented annually to the Squadron within the Regiment that achieved the most in the construction works necessary in carrying out their bomb disposal role.  However, this year, for the first time, the award was opened up to now be awarded to the most deserving individual in any of the Regiment’s trades.  

Staff Sergeant Hall is the Regimental Master Chef and based at its Headquarters in Catford. He has been in the TA for 10 years as a chef, following 19 years previous service in the regular army, also in catering.  Since joining the TA he has travelled with them to America, Canada, Gibraltar and Germany, as well as all over the UK.  He was promoted to the rank of Staff Sergeant last summer.

Les is 45 years old and in his civilian life he is an HGV driver of chemical lorries for Univar in Greenwich, living in Swanscombe with his wife Nicola.

Accepting the Constructors Cup, Les said, “I am honoured and proud to receive this cup.  It is fantastic to have my work recognised in this way, and came as a complete surprise when I learned that I had been chosen for the award.  I know that the troops appreciate my cooking, and it has always been my top priority to do my very best for them all.  Good catering support is very important in helping them achieve their prime tasks.”

Added the Constructors’ Master, Mr Craig, “We greatly value our close association with 101 Regiment and congratulate Staff Sergeant Hall, as a dedicated, hard-working and highly valued member of the Regiment, leading to him becoming the first individual to win the cup.”
