MEDALS FOR BRIGHTON’S BOMB SQUAD TERRITORIALS 

Two TA soldiers from Brighton’s 1 Troop of 579 Field Squadron received medals for their long and exemplary service at a ceremony held at their Squadron Headquarters in Tunbridge Wells last Tuesday.  One received the Volunteer Reserve Service Medal (VRSM), which is awarded for a minimum of ten years meritorious service, and the other received the Clasp to his previously awarded VRSM in recognition of having achieved a commendable further five years service.    

Brigadier James Plastow MBE, who is the Commander of the Army’s 2 Infantry Brigade covering the South East of England, presented the medals.  He praised the recipients saying, “These medals represent acknowledgement of many years of long, successful and dedicated work for the TA.  I heartily congratulate them all on their deserved success and achievements.”
