LORD LIEUTENANT’S CERTIFICATE FOR ALLAN

Territorial Army soldier Warrant Officer First Class (Artificer Sergeant Major) Allan Norman from Winford was honoured for his service to the TA by being presented with a Lord Lieutenant’s Certificate at a ceremony in London on Wednesday.  He was among nine personnel from across the army, navy and air force’s Volunteer Reserves who were selected to receive the prestigious award in London this year.

Watched on by his proud wife, Rosemarie, the certificate was presented to Allan by Deputy Lord Lieutenant, Colonel Sir Clive Martin OBE DL TD at a ceremony held at the Headquarters of the Reserve Forces and Cadet Association (RFCA) in Fulham, at the end of its Annual General Meeting.

It states that it is “to record the grateful recognition for the outstanding service and devotion to the TA in the service of Her Majesty the Queen”, and is signed by the Lord Lieutenant (who is the Queen’s official representative).

WO1 Allan Norman is 51 and has been in the TA for 32 years.  He is a member of 101 Engineer Regiment (Explosive Ordnance Disposal) (Volunteers), based in Catford.  He heads the regiment’s Royal Electrical and Mechanical Engineers (REME) Workshop, who are responsible for keeping all of its vehicles serviceable and ready for action.  Married with 4 children and living in Winford, he is a Motorcycle Paramedic in his civilian career, now working for the Hampshire Ambulance Service after 22 years previous service with the Isle of Wight Ambulance Service.  

He said, “I am very proud and honoured to receive the award of the Lord Lieutenant’s Certificate.  It is fantastic to have your service recognised in this way and came as a very pleasant surprise to learn that I had been selected.”
